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Masterclass: Writing on glaze 
 
Many have admired the signing plates that are on display in 
The Clay Studio. We are often asked if all the signatories have 
to visit us in Christchurch. The answer is no. Whether you 
paint the plate or we undertake the painting as a commission 
the plate is collected complete, glazed and fired. The signa-
tures are written on using a special glaze pen that we have 
available. Once everybody has signed, the plate is left for 24 
hours and then baked for 30 minutes in a domestic oven.  
 
Signing plates are 
suitable for all occa-
sions including wed-
dings, civil partner-
ship ceremonies, 
christenings, baby 
naming parties, re-
tirement parties, an-
niversaries, hen par-
ties or just a get to-
gether of friends or 
family. The signing plate records everyone who attended and 
looks much better than a guest book that could be left in a 
drawer.  
 
The glaze pens are also suitable for adding names on to com-
pleted pottery items. For Christmas 2008 we have new Santa 
plates. These are already finished and are sold with one or 
more glaze pens so that 
they are ideal as a present. 
Just add the kids’ names at 
home to make the plate 
totally unique.
